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School Year 2017-2018

Brandywine ECAP offers free preschool for high-risk, low income four year old children residing in Brandywine School District.  The program received a grant for $394,880.00   from the Delaware Department of Education to provide full-day preschool for 55 students.  To qualify for the program, the student must be four years of age by August 31 of the incoming year, reside in the Brandywine School District and meet the Federal Poverty Guidelines. In addition, Brandywine ECAP received grants to provide a music program from the Music School of Wilmington, karate classes from American Karate and a music and movement class.
The goal of the program is to prepare students for kindergarten by developing and strengthening academic, physical and social-emotional skills. The Big Day Curriculum, Handwriting Without Tears, and components of Singapore Math all support this goal.
Parent involvement is a critical component of the program.  Parents have opportunities to volunteer in the classroom, participate in the Parent Policy Council and collaborate with program staff. Community representatives also assist in shared program governance. 

Brandywine ECAP was awarded a STAR 5 rating from the Delaware Office of Early Learning, recognizing the program as one of the top preschool programs in Delaware.
