4. Encourage, motivate, and prompt your child, but do not sit with him/her and do the homework with
him/her. The purpose of the homework is for your child to practice what he/she has learned. If your child
is consistently not able to do the homework by himself/herself, please contact me. When bedtime comes,
please stop your child, even if he/she is not done.

5. On aregular basis, have your child explain the skills and concepts he/she is currently studying. If your
child is consistently unable to talk about the knowledge he/she is practicing or using, please contact me.

6. Students will be expected to share their progress with their parents/guardians. To this point, all
guizzes and tests must be signed by an adult and returned to me. If students are scoring below 80%, extra
help should be scheduled as soon as possible.
