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MPHS COUNSELING
College Application Procedures


· COMPLETE AN APPLICATION
· This can be done by visiting the website of the colleges of your choice. Most schools do have an online application. Check out The Common Application to see if your school is on Common App (commonapp.org). 

· SEND YOUR SAT/ACT SCORES
· Most colleges want official SAT/ACT scores sent directly to them. When you register for testing, you may choose where you would like to have your scores sent. After testing, you will need to send through your College Board or ACT account. There is a fee to send SAT/ACT scores. Your counselor can send your unofficial SAT score to your schools, but it is your responsibility to find out if you are required to send official SAT/ACT scores. 

· REQUEST YOUR OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPT
· Colleges want to receive official transcripts directly from your counselor. A transcript request form must be completed for each college you are applying to. Transcript request forms are located in the counseling office. Six transcripts are free of charge, an additional fee of $2.00 will be charged for each transcript over six. 

· DEADLINES ARE IMPORTANT
· Please be aware of the deadlines for each of the colleges you are applying to. All requests for transcripts must be given to your counselor at least two weeks before the deadline.

· STUDENT PROFILE AND ACTIVITY RESUME
· This from must be completed and returned to your counselor. Your counselor will use this when writing your letter of recommendation if a counselor recommendation is required for the college you are applying to.  

· TEACHER RECOMMENDATIONS
· It is your responsibility to find out if your college requires teacher recommendations. You must request a recommendation from your teacher at least two weeks before the deadline. You can fill out the teacher recommendation form when asking for a recommendation. 

· COLLEGE REPRESENTATIVES
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Many college representatives will be visiting MPHS during the school year. All college visits are posted outside of the library on the College and Career section of the MPHS website.

· COLLEGE ATHLETICS
· If you plan to play sports at the college level, you will need register with the NCAA Eligibility Center at https://web3.ncaa.org/ecwr3/. 

· FAFSA (FREE APPLICATION FOR FEDERAL STUDENT AID)
· This must be completed in order for you to quality for financial aid. We recommended that everyone complete the FAFSA. It is an online form and can be found at www.fafsa.ed.gov.
